	The Smell of Apples


	Aims and objectives of the activity
The following exercises are related to the reading in class of the text « The Smell of Apples » by  Philippe Delerme.  The level of language is relatively high.

These exercises improve the knowledge of literary texts, reading and speaking skills and the ability of reflecting and expressing opinions.  
Furthermore they take into account the intercultural, historical, religious and commercial connotations of apples in society. 

	Expected Outcomes/results of the activity
Improvement of reading, speaking and writing skills. 

	What you need

Text « The Smell of Apples », cards, pins, boards, markers

	Stages and procedures 

1. Reading: read the text and explain new vocabulary

2. Understanding: ask the following questions 

2.a. Which kind of text is it?        Possible answer: a poetic  one
2.b. What is the author relating to?
2.c. Give a summary of the text
3. Reflection: ask learners to reflect upon possible answers to the following questions and to tell their reminiscences to the class.
3.a. Have you got similar reminiscences as the ones described in the text?

3.b. Do you remember other situations/events/feelings because of a smell or a perfume?

3.c. Write on cards a collection of memories bound to a smell/perfume/scent
4. Transfer : ask learners to prepare in pair the answers to the following points and to present them to the class. 

4.a. The symbolism of « apples »
4.b. Apple : in religious, historical, literary, artistic contexts  (e.g. Adam and Eve, Guillem Tell, in paintings like still lives, the Golden Apple (see: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Golden_apple ) and more….)
4.c. Apple : fruits and recipes (http://www.orangepippin.com/apples   and e.g. http://allrecipes.com/recipes/fruits-and-vegetables/fruits/apples)


	Alternative suggestions
· Ask learners to make a collage with elements of memories bound to a smell
· Ask learners to describe the sounds related to Delerme´s text

· Ask learners to write a short story about one or more apples

· Bring different sorts of apples in class and ask learners to describe their taste

· Look for idioms with the word “apple” (e.g. An apple a day keeps the doctor away; sure as God made little green apples; rotten apple spoils the barrel;…                                        see: http://idioms.thefreedictionary.com/apple)
