I associate with my childhood the taste of mother's chocolate cake to my birthdays. It tasted  so good that it was always my greatest wish for my birthday.
5. Can you think of any smells that you will never forget?

I will never forget the smell of an after shave, called „Prestige“, which an old friend of mine
 
had used many years ago. If any person passes by with this perfume, I remember him.
6. Are there any historical events which had an impact on you or somebody close to you?

This was - besides others - the attempt to John F. Kennedy in Dallas on 22th of November 
1963.
