	Expected Outcomes/results of the activity
RESULTS:

1. Warm up

In all the groups the answers were approximately the same:

The APPLE. 

We start picking apples at the end of June and continue until late September – October. The first apples are ripe about st Peter’s day (29th June) and therefore they are called “petrovki”, the ones we pick late in the autumn are the so called “winter sorts” and they last almost until the next summer. 
Everybody likes apples.

We eat apples all the year.

There is at least one apple tree in almost every garden.

2. Read the story "The smell of apples" by Philippe Delerm. What is the mood? What do you feel?
In all the groups the answers were approximately the same:

Nostalgic feeling.

Sadness about something gone forever; about childhood gone.

A student in Primary School Pedagogy and Foreign Language – year II said that she knows that feeling, that she had felt exactly the same recently when she visited the Regional library, the children’s department. There is a special smell, that is different from the smell in the adults’ department. She was exactly hit by the smell of children’s books, by the smell of childhood gone.
